We set a goal of recruiting 5 new members. Utilizing the following strategies, we were able to recruit 4 new members:
1. Fall Membership Event: The membership committee hosted a sip and paint event at a locally owned coffee and paint business. We had a great turn out and have a potential prospect who we remain in contact with.

2. Monthly Z-Meets: These meetings are informal get togethers to discuss Zonta happenings. We invite Zonta prospects as our guests. Z Meets are usually held after work at a bar or winery. This has been a successful forum for recruitment.

3. All Zonta Events are membership drives. We utilized our “Booth in a Box” at most every Zonta event. The Booth is full of our pamphlets and has some standup posters and we exhibit them to bring awareness of Zonta.

4. Social Media has been a way of determining persons interested in Zonta and once identified we invite them to Zonta events.

5. Media coverage is another way we find recruits. More exposure has generated more interest and inquiries. The Membership Chair emails information from media and otherwise to prospective members and follows up with calls, visits, texts. The Membership Committee also shares ZI, District and our local club websites.

 In June we provided Welcome Baskets comprised of household items for Passages. The baskets were given to graduates moving into transitional housing. Items included were bathroom, kitchen, & bedroom items and cleaning supplies. Cost was estimated at $35/kit x 10 kits (5 for Judge Souza's ICWA court) = $350 total from the Service Budget. Joyce Bonvillain spearheaded this project.
In November 2018, we provided 24 boxes of food (1,200 pounds of food) for the women at Gateway House @ YWCA. Joyce Bonvillain organized this project. Members met at my house to wrap the boxes on November 17 and they were delivered by seven Zontians to the YWCA on November 20. This was the first year for this project. 
In December 2018 we collected scarves, hats and mittens at our annual Christmas party and delivered them to the YWCA on December 21. All members donate items and service committee members delivered them.

We had our annual Christmas shopping night at Global Village December 3rd. This is typically held the first Monday of December from 5-8:00 p.m. Members provide beverages and treats. Sales this year were $1274.
Our FAST Self-Defense Class at Friendship House was Saturday, April 13 from 1-4:00 p.m. We had 10 women attend, down from past years, and 4 Zonta members assisted in registration, 2 of which took the class bringing the total to twelve. This was our third year for FAST. The director of Friendship House commented that he believed the attendance might have been down because there had been a number of events recently.
Passages had a special dinner and shared success stories of their alumni on April 26th. Janet Rivera Sharon attended and provided a large gift basket door prize at a cost of approximately $75. She had mentored one of the women from Passages. 
Scholarships this year included YWPA ($1,000) applications due April 1, Jane M. Klausman Women in Business ($1,500) applications due 6/1/19 and $1,000 general scholarship to Rocky Mountain College and $1,000 general scholarship to Montana State Universty Billings. Both general scholarshps are awarded to women students.
Cassidy Shaver, was not only our local scholarship winner but she went on to win at the International level for total scholarship payments of $11,000. (I don't recall this ever happening with one of our selected scholarship winners in the past.)
We have a new Women in Technology scholarship being offered @ $1,000, applications are due July 1.

We have decided as a committee to suspend our MSU-B and RMC scholarships and provide this new one and increase our offerings on JMK and YWPA in the coming year.

We sponsored two young women to attend Girls State, budgeted @ $300.
Mother's Night Out was May 14. 5:30 in the Library Community Room. Teri Pattee is in charge. 10 women from Friendship House and 10 women from Gateway House will be pampered. Childcare will be available. Passages is preparing their dinner and any children in attendance will have a separate, light meal provided. This is our second year for this event.
The committee provided $200 in funding to assist in the transportation of attendees of the Line the Rims With Red event on May 5. This event promotes awareness of Missing and Murdered Indigenous Women. One of our new members, Anna Schmitt, requested the funding and the service committee agreed unanimously to provide funding.
Tour de Fleur was held May 5 11-1:00 at Shiloh Crossing. Service Committee assisted in registrations. This is our second year for helping with this project.
Festival of Cultures is scheduled for June 23rd, 10-4:00 at RMC. Lynn Eggebrecht is in charge. As of the April business meeting we had enough volunteers signed on to help. This is an annual service event.
Readers of High Plains (Best Woman Writer submissions) books have to finish their books, evaluate, and turn in their scores to the library by May 15. Books were available to readers March 22-23, allowing them 8 weeks to complete the task. The awards banquet is October 12th. Jane Harrell worked as a wrangler to find readers. The number of readers varies with the number of submissions and this year we needed 30 readers.

We opened the request for community grant submissions in February and awarded a $1,000 grant May 1st to the Yellowstone Art Museum for their Montana Women's Prison Program which allows Sally McIntosh to work directly with art teachers to provide art instruction within the prison.

#MeTooMontana Civil Conversations.  On November 13, 2018, the club organized a panel discussion at the Billings Public Library.  Motivated by the #MeToo movement, this community panel discussed the availability of resources in Montana to assist victims of sexual assault and harassment, how the assault and harassment affects the victims and their families and the reasons why victims do not report the incidents.  Publicity for the event indicated that continued public awareness with information sharing and storytelling is intended to end this destructive behavior. The panelists were Deputy Attorney General Jeff Hindoien, Counselors Dr. Jamee Free and Aimee Rust, and Television Journalist Jeanelle Slade.  Local organizations were also invited to have tables with information and to answer questions about available services.  The organizations attending included the Zonta Club of Billings, Operation Underground Railroad (human trafficking), Yellowstone County Area Human Trafficking Task Force, YWCA and Tumbleweed (provides services to runaways, homeless and vulnerable youth).

The Club received both pre- and post-event publicity.  The press release sent to local media appeared on 2 television stations, the local newspaper and at least 3 radio stations.  A reporter from KTVQ television filmed the event and produced a story for the evening news, which was also aired the next morning.  The quality and experience of the panelists gave the Zonta Club of Billings credibility with regard to the subject matter and empowering women The Montana Attorney General’s office is now very well aware of the work that Zonta does and has contacted members of the Club for more information and statistics gathered by Zonta.  The Attorney General’s office has indicated a willingness to assist the Club in future projects.

Week of Advocacy.  The Club planned a week of advocacy, beginning on April 22, 2019.  Advocacy actions included:

(i)
Red Sands Project: Billings.  For the second year, the Club planned and produced the art activism project on the campus of Montana State University Billings. This year, the Club increased the size, visibility and impact of the project by partnering with the Yellowstone County Area Human Trafficking Task Force, MSU-Billings, and the Native American Achievement Center. The partnering enabled the event to host 2 trafficking survivors to speak and conduct educational classes.  Beginning on April 22, 2019, over 200 business entities were contacted to pour red sand in the sidewalk cracks in front of their businesses, a symbolic gesture of how victims of human trafficking fall through the cracks in our society, and to display posters and window clings with information about human trafficking and the event held on April 25, 2019.  As the community visited business around town and saw the red sand, awareness and discussions about human trafficking began.  These discussions culminated in the program that was held on April 25, 2019 on the campus of MSU-Billings.  Program speakers included the president and members of the Zonta Club of Billings, U.S. Senator Steve Daines, representatives from Yellowstone County Area Human Trafficking Task Force, the local FBI agent specializing in human trafficking cases, representative from Operation Underground Railroad, the director of the Native American Achievement Center, and Tumbleweed.  Messages were also read from U.S. Senator Jon Tester and U.S. Representative Greg Gianforte. The highlights of the program were the presentations given by survivors Rebekah Begay, vice-president of Arising Hipe and Dawn Campaign and Savannah Sanders, advocate, author and founder of SexTraffickingPrevention.org.  Ms. Sanders book was also available for attendees.  After the presentations, project participants poured red sand into sidewalk cracks to point out the hidden nature of human trafficking. During the evening, Savannah Sanders provided a training for law enforcement and social workers, followed by a training for the public.

The project received publicity throughout the State of Montana and northern Wyoming, with features in several local newspapers, including a prominent front page article, and broad television and radio coverage, as well as substantial social media posts.  Leading up to the event, there were numerous interviews on 2 television stations and 3 radio stations and continued promotion on many social media sites.  Three reporters from the local newspaper were present during the program, 2 television stations attended and the event was recorded by the KEMC radio station.  Using the recording, KEMC produced a short radio program featuring the Red Sands Project.

#HearMeTooMontana ConverZations.  Advocacy week continued with the #HearMeTooMontana ConverZations held on April 28, 2019, from 4 – 7 p.m. The public was invited to enjoy an evening of food and wine created by women and engage in women led conversations on specific topics inspired by the #HearMeTooMontana movement. Participants will were given the opportunity to discuss specific areas challenging the rights and safety of women and children by joining one of the 11 table topics facilitated by expert host leading the conversation. Table Topics included:  Dr. Sue Balter-Reitz - Communicating the Experience of Survivors of Human Trafficking and Domestic Violence; Stephanie Baucus - 21st Century Slavery in Montana; Reno Charette - How to Make Human Trafficking a Household Word; Kelly Christy - Voice of the Survivor; Sherri Cornett -  Framing the #HearMeToo Narrative: Community Engaged Art; Brittany Hommer - Pornography in a Digital Age; Juli Pierce: - Utilizing the Legal Process in the #MeToo Environment; Kassie Runsabove - How Inherent Bias Affects the #HearMeToo Movement; Chrysti M. Smith - LGBTQ: Old Words in a New World; Rian St. Pierre -Indigenous Women Finding Their Voice with #MeToo Movement; Erika Willis - Homeless Youth.  Three of the topics related to specific issues affecting Native American women in our community.  

Zontians served the food and wine prepared by the women chefs, while table facilitators help guide the discussions on the various topics.  The Zonta Centennial logo was included on all materials relating to the event and at each table.  The Silent Witness silhouettes were also on display, along with the Zonta Says No banner.  At the end of the event, each of the tables were given the opportunity to provide feedback about the topic, interesting or innovative solutions or thoughts and ask questions.  It was an enlightening evening, and we received a lot of positive feedback about the format and topics.

Describe your club's Zonta Says No activities in 2018 - 2019:

With respect to the Red Sand Project discussed above, the Club hung a Zonta Says No banner on a visible part of the MSU-B campus. The banner remained for several days.  The club also had a table at the event with information about Zonta Says No, including the orange bracelets, information sheets about domestic violence and human trafficking, and the coasters and posters discussed below.
2.
The Club created Zonta Says No coasters that were distributed to an additional 15 businesses and taverns in the Billings, Montana area.  The coasters have human trafficking information and hot line numbers on one side and domestic violence information and hotline numbers on the other.  The coasters are paired with posters to be hung in bathrooms or other public areas to bring awareness to the Zonta Says No campaign and give the reader information on how to receive help for domestic violence  and trafficking victims/survivors.  We also distributed business size cards with contact information for the victims/survivors.
3.
During the 16 days of Activism, the club attending a Yellowstone County Commissioners’ meeting and a Billings’ City Council meeting and obtained proclamations adopting the 16 Days of Activism at both the County and City levels and recognizing the prevalence of gender based violence in our State.  The proclamations also reaffirmed the County and City’s policy to eradicated gender based violence.  The proclamations align directly with D12’s advocacy goals.  Approximately 16% of the club participated in this activity

During the 16 Days of Activism, our club was responsible for sending out daily emails relating to all forms of gender based violence and the 16 Days of Activism.  The emails were sent to all D12 members (with the D12 Advocacy Chair’s blessing), the email list for MSU-Billings Gender Studies, posted on the club facebook page and shared and reposted on Facebook by members of the club and other Zontians around the world.
