Zonta District 12 Centennial Recognition Award Nomination
Our nominee is Maria Anaya, interventionist at Billie Martinez elementary school in Greeley, Colorado.  Members of the Zonta Club of Greeley partnered with her to facilitate a “STEAM for Girls” class during their after-school program.
Twenty girls, grades 2-5, attended 3 days a week from January 15 through April 25, 2019.  The 10 “STEAM for Girls” kits that our club bought focused on chemistry.  Mrs. Anaya obtained lab coats and notebooks, and we provided extra safety glasses and measuring spoons.
The STEAM girls did an experiment every Tuesday, following the guide from the kits.  Zonta volunteers got there early and set out the equipment (mats, beakers, powders, timers etc), as the girls had only half an hour to do the experiment.  Our volunteers circulated to help and Mrs. Anaya used numerous effective ways to facilitate ten pairs of girls doing 10 experiments simultaneously!
With guidance from Mrs Anaya and volunteers, the girls discussed what happened and drew the results in their notebooks the next day.  They learned and wrote down new vocabulary words, such as ‘hypothesis’ and ‘diffusion’ and, with help, thought of examples in the real world.  
As a teacher, Mrs. Anaya allowed creativity but monitored behavior well and insisted students be respectful and courteous.  She was very flexible and open to Zonta members adding information about women scientists and inventors, such as women astronauts of diverse backgrounds and ethnicities.  
One-third of our Zonta members participated, volunteering for numerous sessions over the 3 months. The girls were incredibly impressed and inspired when Zontians shared their occupations and professions, from doctors to truck drivers.   In fact by the end of the session 3 girls said they wanted to be doctors, another a pet doctor, and one said, “I like the lady truck driver” (one Zontian teaches driving heavy equipment, including semis).
Mrs. Anaya, as well as the girls, got very excited as they learned about what women have done and are doing.  In fact, she successfully advocated for the STEAM classes to continue through April, even though other subjects were cut due to student testing.  Mrs. Anaya then ordered materials for the girls to each do a science project/display using some of the STEAM categories (science, technology, engineering, art, math).   Many of us plan to attend their presentations on the last day, April 25th.
All in all, it was a marvelous collaboration and learning experience for everyone - students, teacher, and volunteers…..whether it was chemistry, science, women’s history, or occupations.  And who knows how or what a thought planted here may grow into something in the future for these girls.
Often it is difficult to get into the schools, however, the Assistant Principal and teachers in charge of the after-school program were extremely supportive of this effort and paved the way for our participation.

2019 District Conference:
Program/Presentation Ideas: 1)  It would be extremely appropriate to hear about Zonta's history in this Centennial Year. For example, why and how did Zonta start?  Who was Marion de Forrest? What were the early goals?  How was the name chosen?  What were the landmarks of when Zonta became service oriented, became international?   What were the first international service projects? First conventions?  When did Zonta become affiliated with the UN?  Who were some of the well-known Zontians and why?  
We have numerous long-term Zontians who possibly could contribute to this, and the information might be surprising to all of us.  There also is a History of Zonta book put out in about the 90s that covers a lot of this early information......I'll bet someone has that book in their Zonta stuff.  I remember borrowing Amey Grubbs Adams book.....so it might have been done for the 75th or 85th anniversary.  The presentation could be done in a fun "Edutainment" format......we have lots of creative thinkers!   

2)  Program:    The UN and Zonta's role as NGO. For example, the sections of UN, how it works (on consensus, not majority rule etc).  Zonta's consultative status and what that means. Where Zonta has representatives attending (NY, Zurich, Paris etc), UN agencies we have partnered with in the past, contracts we sign to pledge dollar amounts.  Financial aspects, the big 5(?) member states and their power.  Why the US has not ratified CEDAW?  Even Eleanor Roosevelt's part in getting the UN formed and challenges she met.
This sounds boring but it could be made into a fun presentation (again 'edutainment') in various ways, acting out parts, or involving the audience somehow.  

3)  Program:  State and  National aspects and status of the Equal Pay for Equal Work bills. Colorado just passed it!   Yea!  This is a huge advocacy opportunity in the US and we can make a difference, just give us specific ideas of how to do it. For example, the bill prohibits questions about prior salary when applying for a job, thus not perpetuating the low, discriminatory levels from one job to the next.
AAUW is very active in this aspect, maybe a speaker or panel including them is possible.  AAUW has a great Fact Sheet out about it.  To me this issue is of primary importance because it affects thousands of women in the US (much more than child marriage here).
