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Zonta Clubs of District 12
Questions and answers on what it is like to be in a Zonta Club

1.  What is the purpose of the club? 
Our purpose is to work on advancing the status of women in the world and throughout the states of Montana, South Dakota, Wyoming and Colorado through local service and advocacy projects. We focus on education, medical needs and the eradication of domestic violence by raising funds through local community projects.

Where and when do you meet? 
The different clubs establish their individual meeting time and place.  Some meetings vary as to afternoon or evening. Clubs may have different meetings for individual committees.  And there also may be a general meeting for business and/or presentation.
3. 
How is the club structured?
Each club has a President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer who  are elected every one or two years and a Board of Directors for different committees. A slate of candidates is chosen by the nomination committee and presented to the membership for a vote. Committees handle most of the activities. Committees reach a decision, using strategic planning guidelines and present it to the membership for action.
       4.  Do you have Fund Raising Events?

Yes, each club has its own unique fund raiser event(s) each year spaced out during the winter, spring and fall. Some are well established and well known in the local community.

       5.  Specifically, what does the club support with its fund raising events?

One third of the money we raise goes to specific, approved Zonta International Foundation projects.  The other two-thirds goes to local projects and scholarships for young women. 
       6.  What do you do for fun?

Each club has pot lucks, brunches or other informal gatherings to brain storm about what improvements can be made with each year. During the holidays various events are planned around dinner and possibly gift giving.
        7.  What is the purpose of District 12?
Zonta clubs are organized into 31 districts. We are in District 12 representing Montana, South Dakota, Wyoming and Colorado. There are four Areas in District 12 which represent 20 clubs. The purpose of District 12 and its 20 clubs is to improve the status of women within each local community. 
            8.  How is District 12 structured?
There is a Governor, Lieutenant Governor, Secretary, Treasurer, and a Board of Directors who are elected every two years at the District 12 conference. Each Area has a Director and Vice Area Director who are also elected every two years.
           9. What is the purpose of Zonta International?
Zonta International seeks to advance the status of women worldwide by improving the legal, political, economic, educational, health and professional status of women at the global and local levels through service and advocacy. With the generosity and collective action of Zontians and friends around the world, Zonta International has supported projects in 46 countries, provided scholarships and awards to women around the globe, and been a powerful advocate for change in our local and international communities, thereby transforming the world and women's place in it.             10. How is Zonta International structured?

There is a President, President-Elect, Vice-President, Secretary/Treasurer, and seven Directors who comprise the Zonta International Board and are elected every two years at the International Convention. Dianne K. Curtis is the current Zonta International President.  The International headquarters is located in Chicago, Illinois, with a current staff of 14.
            11.  How do we communicate?

We receive e-mail and e-newsletters from Zonta  International. We also receive e-newsletters from District 12 and our own local clubs.  We receive various information and reminders as necessary.  Zonta  International sends a semiannual publication, Zontain Magazine. The websites for each are: International - Zonta.org; District – Zontadistrict12.org; and the individual clubs are included on the Zonta District 12 website. 

            12. What is expected of members?



Members are expected to:

a. Attend most business meetings of the club

b. Attend and work on the major fund raisers the club is organizing

c. Serve on committees

d. Attend the District Conference if possible every other year or the Governor’s Seminar held on the off years in September.
e. Attend an International Convention if possible – held every two years in late June or early July.

f. Pay for meals that are included in business or committee meetings.
