E. Conference

1. Voting

f.  The District Nominating Committee shall propose a slate of candidates for the
    elected offices of the District. More than one person may be nominated for an
    office. 
g.  Nominations may be offered from the floor during the District Conference when nominations are called for by the Governor.  Candidates to be nominated from the floor shall possess the qualifications required for the position for which they are running. They shall submit to the Chairman of the District Nominating Committee, at least five days (5) prior to the first business session of the Conference, a completed Candidate Information Form for Nominations from the Floor and a photograph. The form must also be signed by the nominator, who must be a Zontian in good standing. The form can be found on the District 12 website in the Members Only Area, under District 12 Conferences. Upon review of the nomination forms and a determination that the candidates meet the qualifications required, the Chairman of the District Nominating Committee shall inform the Governor of the potential floor candidates.
