2.  Our club advocated for equal pay by attending the 9 to 5 Equal Pay Day event which was attended by several state legislators.  5% of club members attended.








3.  Our club attended Colorado Women’s Legislative Breakfast where members of the state legislature discuss issues of interest to them and hear about the concerns of the audience members.  Over 10% of club members attended this event. 








4.  Our club instituted an “Advocacy Moment” at each meeting, where a member speaks briefly about an issue relevant to the objects of Zonta International.
