· Local Scholarships awarded by your club 
Name(s) & description(s) of scholarship(s): We created a new Annual Scholarship Sponsor program whereby local business owners who support our mission and do not have time to join us provide us $200 per year into our local scholarship fund. They receive a nice plaque and a ticket to our Annual May fundraiser at which time they are recognized on stage and given their plaque.  This first year since its inception in FEB, 2015 we had five sponsors.  One of the sponsors is our Annual Scholarship Champion sponsor who is a Franchise consultant who has offered to provide us a percentage of each franchise he sets up each year and he sets up 2-9 per year.  

The Arlene Davy Scholarship is unique to Zonta of Fort Collins. This award is given to a female student who is a single mother. We have a number of applicants and will be making a decision regarding this in the next week. The club raises money for this award through our own fundraising efforts, mainly our yearly Author's Luncheon. This year we will be giving the student we choose $1,250.00.

Our membership chair also attends several women’s networking/meetup groups to further market Zonta to our community. 1. Volunteer-Junior League Career Closet

Improving the status of women by helping at a closet that provides free clothing for women having job interviews and in need of clothes for a job.  About 50% of the club participated over the last year.  Our club members volunteered 2 hours once per month throughout the year.  Junior League members were aware of the volunteering.  Over the last year we put in approximately 48 hours.








2. In March we held our High School young women’s recognition day at two high schools for the 3rd year:  Poudre High School and Rocky Mountain High School.  These young women are recognized for giving back to young girls and others in our community.  We host these events during the week of March 8th UN Women’s Recognition Day/Week.  The young women are given a yellow rose and nice certificate of recognition as a part of this event we also read their nominations to the guests who are parents, teachers, coaches and counselors. 4 members participated.

3.  Birthing Kits--We held our Women’s Global Healthcare project with two classes of students (30+ students each class session) enrolled in a Health Science Technology Education program/Loveland, CO in May, 2015 and the students made 400 birthing kits. This project will continue as we have support of local businesses that donate the contents of the birthing kits we need.   In August we will conduct another 400 birthing kit project and that will help us to complete our 1000th birthing kit created by end of 2015.  A local non-profit in Loveland that we partner with will take them to their health clinics in Ugandan Refugee camps as they have in the past for us. 5 members participated.







4.  We created a Financial Freedom for Women financial speaker series in conjunction with Front Range Community College/Larimer Campus’s single parent program called the ‘Spirit Program’.  We held our first three speaker sessions in FEB, MAR and APR at the Harmony Library on the FRCC/LC campus.  The speaker series will continue Fall, 2015. We had 5 members participate. This project will continue.

We have a list of 21 organizations on our distribution list that we have over the past 5 years either supported them in some way and/or attended an event they hosted or worked together on an event. Such as:  United Nations Women’s organization(attended a program they put on about UN work in other countries), Crossroads SafeHouse (donated supplies for babies), UCount Campaign (provided joint presentation on Zonta Says No and Human Trafficking), SAVA, Soroptomist, Children’s Advocacy Center (invited to do a presentation at their monthly speaker series held at the FC Police Department), CSU Women’s Gender department ( in past have shown documentary Saving Face) and more.

2.  In March 2015 we provided a joint presentation about our ZI Zonta Says No concept and our local Zonta Says No event held in 2013 in conjunction with UCount Campaign Director who spoke about Human Trafficking. This presentation was given at the Fort Collins Police Department as the first in a series of monthly seminars created by the Children’s Advocacy Center. There were about 45 concerned citizens and organizations present, of which 17 signed up to help us with our NOV 14, 2015 Zonta Says No event.


a.  The first Zonta Says No planning meeting was held APR, 2015 with 20 +community members/organizations present.

3.  We have been approved by the City of Fort Collins to create a permanent Art-in-Public places “Women’s Legacy Mural”. This art work will recognize 48 notable women with ties to Fort Collins who have helped to create the fabric of our fair city.  These portraits will be on display year round in Old Town Fort Collins on a prominent restaurant’s windows.  Twelve women’s portraits will be rotated each year to enable us to have an ever changing exhibit.  We have met with the Poudre School District and they are excited to work with us on curriculum that will introduce the elementary, middle and high school students to these historical women.  We will also be working with FRCC/LC and CSU Women’s Department to have curriculum for their women’s studies classes. There will be a separate set of curriculum introducing these students to the world of work as a professional artist. These portraits when not in Old Town on display will be utilized as stand-alone museum and/or classroom art displays. The artist for this project is a Zonta Club of Fort Collins member who has been recognized nationally for her art work.

1. We created a Zonta Z International Leadership Club at Poudre High School and have 13 registered members. We will be attending the Malala presentation June 24th at the Unique Lives program in Denver.  This fall we anticipate 5 more students joining our Zonta Z club.  

4 members participate at our meetings.  This Zonta Z club will continue at PHS.  One of the counselors is our school sponsor.  A student filled out the paperwork required by the school for us to assist in getting it started.  This club curriculum consists of Zonta information, service projects and leadership curriculum from two different sources:  Success magazine foundation: Success for Teens (free books av) and from book by David Novak:  Taking them with you (books a.v. and written lesson plans all done for us).  The students will have two opportunities for awards:  one with Emma L Conlon through ZI and the other through affiliation with David Novak’s foundation and the US Today Foundation.
