1 .Silent Witness – Life-size freestanding red silhouettes of women, men, and children killed in domestic violence, with scenarios, were placed in 4 libraries throughout the county and at the UNC Community Fest.  Accompanying handouts of Silent Witness information, Abuse flyers, Zonta information, and battered women’s shelter information were provided.  a) prevent violence b) coincides with definition c) oppose gender violence

2. Human Trafficking:  Human Trafficking was voted as a Greeley Zonta Club action priority for this and foreseeable years.  This resulted from AI prioritizing the issue and from many of us attending Colorado Springs Human Trafficking Awareness event in September 2014.  NECCAT is the result of this Zonta Club commitment – the North East Colorado Coalition Against Trafficking.  Our committee invited local law enforcement and community-based service organizations working with trafficking issues and victims to meet to form a coalition.  The first Coalition meeting was January 2015.  As of April it includes 5 local, state & regional law-enforcement agencies and 25 community-based groups.  The Coalition has chosen to be by-invitation-only at this point to expedite group formation and communication.  The NECCAT website went life in April – www.neccat.org. The group has chosen as a first local educational/outreach event to support a coalition member’s event at UNC in October “Empathy Week” That event has the triple purpose of community education, campus outreach and addressing the issues specific to an oil-boom area like NE Colorado as highlighted by the iEmpathize video “Boom”.  NECCAT, through a Zonta booth, plans to work via that event to establish a second, sister-group that is open to a wider base of individuals and groups area-wide including service clubs, faith-based groups and others who want to help in anti-trafficking efforts.  The Greeley Zonta Club Human Trafficking committee asked for and has benefitted through outstanding mentoring from our Zonta sisters in Colorado Springs.  Additionally, they actively connected us to other resources such as FRAC (Front Range Anti-Trafficking Coalition) – an FBI-based group in Denver: and the Larimer County Anti-Trafficking Coalition.  This mentoring allowed for the extremely quick and effective formation of NECCAT.  The Greeley Zonta Club HT committee continues to meet monthly (or as-needed) to offer the best guidance and support possible to NECCAT. Other progress involves newspaper articles by the Chief of Police citing Zonta and having a Greeley police officer assigned specifically to human trafficking.   Feedback from Coalition members has been gratifying.  More than one Coalition member said that the structure of Zonta doing the committee forming/communication/support work for NECCAT is tremendously helpful.   One member noted, “no law enforcement of community-based group has the staff or resources to form or support a group like this… even when it is SO needed!”

Free the Girls – Six boxes (over 500 bras) of used bras were collected for Free the Girls, an international non-profit to send to human trafficking victims in third-world countries, who sell them to make a living so they can return to school or support themselves.  Bra collection was also publicized at a booth at the UNC Community Fest at Homecoming.  And THANKS to all our Area 2 Sisters who brought us bras.
