2.  Coats for kids project:  We have been working on this project for several years through the money we make preparing and selling frozen pies at our bazaar.  With this money we buy different sized coats and accessories for needy kids in the community.  The daycares, child and protective services, as well as schools are notified of the availability of the coats.  One of the members houses the coats in her extra closets and delivers them to the schools or wherever needed.  This past year we supplied 50 coats, last year about 20, so the program was greatly needed.  This is definitely an ongoing project with 100 percent of membership helping make and sell the pies to generate money to purchase these coats.  We do plan to continue this project in future years.
