1.  Education: Our newest partnership with Arapahoe Community College and getting 1-2 students going on to school is most exciting to us.  Every dollar we spend will be matched at the College level.  I wish we were at the end of the process as I write this because I don’t know yet which student we will be supporting or if we can possibly get them both on to that next level. The entire club voted enthusiastically on this expenditure.








2. Sustainability/Visibility.  We have a permanent display in a 6” X 4” window in the city parking garage of a silent witness family.  We told the stories of these four people in the first person and have the option of going back a couple times a year and either changing the Silent Witness figures and the stories or just change the back drops…Zonta and our Zoe are permanently displayed in this window 24-7!  75% of us showed up in December for a candle lighting ceremony when we finished this display.








3.  Our other main service work is the continuing work with Project Cure…we go there and sort medical supplies that are donated and then shipped to third world countries or where there has been a crisis and medical supplies are needed.  Every item we touch there impacts someone’s life in another country.  We have 5-10% participation on these nights.

1.  Zoe has to be our greatest advocacy tool in our community.  She is a caricature of a woman with a child and pet…in danger and injured.  The poster printed in 2” X 3” and as small as 8 X10 inch paper tells the number to call if you want information or if you are in danger now.  The top line on this poster says “Is it You?”   and goes on to note that “Domestic Violence is power and control.  Emotional Abuse hurts too.”  Then gives the 911 number saying If you are in danger call now…..next  is listed our Crisis Center and its number saying….” To arrange for your safety”  and lastly noting that there is” Pet Housing Assistance with referral”  We added this when we learned that many women did not seek help soon enough because they didn’t know what to do about the family pets.  They knew the pets  would then be abused when the primary victim was no longer there to hurt.

We have installed the smaller posters in the restrooms of bars, restaurants and shops throughout the downtown area.  We have managed to get a poster into the break rooms of some of the grocery stores.
The amazing aspect we have found is that everywhere we go we hear again and again…”.I was that person once.”  This is a great thing you guys are doing”

Since our club is a county wide club with several smaller cities we have a group doing this in Parker…and a Castle Rock group getting it out there and some in Lone Tree ladies and gentlemen as well.  Without a ‘single’ downtown location we  lack a central way to get the message of safety and help to people…so we took the message to where the people were…where they shop…eat and work.

We have taken this poster to every event we are at….to our meetings….and she is part of our  permanent display in the Downtown Castle Rock Garage.
