We close with the benefits of membership the members will give a testimonial of their personal experience with Zonta. We give the prospective members an invitation to the next meeting before they leave the mixer. We ask the member that recommended them to call them the night before the meeting to remind them. After they attend the first meeting and are interested in membership, we email all members to make sure they approve of them becoming members. If approved We try our best to have them installed at the next meeting.

Greeley Colorado to present the energy companies ballot position. Randa Davis Tice presented for the County Democratic Party on the 
state tax issue. Liz Whitham served as the moderator. Five of the seven local school board candidates participated including Don Yoxsimer, 
Danny Tinnes, Allen Medina, Barbara Hernandez and Mike Harvey.  Approximately 80 community members attended, and 26 Zontians 
participated in the project for a participation rate of 74%.  There was no financial cost for the forum. Lamar Community College provided the 
space free of charge and Colorado East Bank and Trust provided the water.  We plan to continue this service project as it is important to 
educate local citizens about ballot issues and the power of a vote.

3.  Silent Witness - Silent Witness held during 16 days of Activism as a part of education to our community.




Advocacy committee met to do plan of action.  It was decided to speak to police chief Kyle Miller for ideas on direction to take.  The 
committee decided the public needed to be educated on gender violence. Information sheets were made up to be handout to various groups 
and organizations.  Some information was obtained from District 12 Chairman Kay Meyer.  Committee decided to participate in the Silent 
Witness program.  Wood was bought and committee person Braunwyn Nidey convinced her husband to cut silhouettes for us.  Chairperson 
Linda Hawkins painted the silhouettes and obtained permission to display them in the City of Lamar building. Because we are a small 
community we used stories from other areas for the silent witnesses as we were afraid that if we used local stories the public could figure 
out who they were about.  Prowers County Zonta members attended City Council meeting, passed out information, gave out purple and 
orange ribbons.  Proclamation was signed for 16 days of activism.  Information was given to Prowers County administrator to give to County 
Commissioners. permission was granted to display silhouettes in county building, but we did not have enough lumber and went with just city 
building.  Presentation was given to Fire Dept. Auxiliary.  They handed out information sheets about violence against women at their 
spaghetti dinner.  Zonta says No signs were displayed at the Lamar Chamber of Commerce and at the Lamar  Fire Dept.  orange and purple 
ribbons with notes; explaining the meaning of the orange and purple ribbons were handed out at the Holiday Home Tour houses. Plans for 
the future are to make presentations to more civic groups such as Rotary, Lions Club, Girl Scouts.  Chief Miller is working on a list of things 
we can do to help the 
Police Dept.  In April Prowers County Zonta had a service project that would fall under advocacy.  Its purpose was to 
teach young women to achieve their potential.  Separate report; recommendations for next year.  Larger Committee.  This is such an 
important area we need more members involved.  Fire Dept Auxiliary as agreed to sponsor a chili or spaghetti supper jointly with Prowers 
County Zonta.  Chris Frost, editor of our local paper wants to do a feature article on Prowers County Zonta and advocacy.
