Local Service Organizations: $500 to Passages (Jan Beggar) to finance HiSet exams to women in pre-release, $500 award to the woman winner of the High Plains Book Award, $5000 ZI Grant was used in two parts – the first part consisted of gathering purses filled with hygiene items that were then distributed to Gateway Vista (YWCAs domestic violence transitional housing facility, Tumbleweed (at risk youth center) and Angela’s Piazza (domestic violence survivor drop-in center).  In all we collected nearly 100 purses at the District 12 conference.  The second part benefited a woman staying at Gateway Vista who was provided items she needed to start her life away from an abusive relationship.  Since the grant was sent directly from International, no funds came out of the local budget.  
Grant season begins for Service in April and due to the outbreak of COVID19, the committee has not been able to meet and discuss.  There is an ongoing email discussion about switching focus this year to community organizations that fit our filter and are struggling.  

Scholarships: Jane M. Klausman Women in Business $1,500 was awarded to Kaitlin Angel, senior accounting student at MSU-B.  Women in Technology, $1,000 was awarded to Amy Dixon a Computer Science major at Rocky Mountain College.  Young Women in Public Affairs has been delayed due to COVID19, the closing date is May 20th but may be extended due to the virus.

We sponsored two young women to attend Girls State, $300.

We sponsored two young women to attend Girls State, $300.
Membership: 

Please describe your club’s recruitment and retention efforts for 2019-2020.
This year Zonta Club of Billings felt they were struggling in both retention and maintenance of members.  We put together a meeting to discuss the health of our club.  Five issues were discussed: 
1. Members feel overwhelmed, “Zonta is not fun anymore.”  Much of this was due to the Centennial Celebration activities and the District 12 Conference.  Under potential solutions, we felt things would slow down when both of these events were over.  
2. Disorganized business meetings leading to a lack of knowledge about club happenings.  We were having a lot of noise at some meetings, coupled with side discussions.  Potential solutions were to initiate a consent agenda, ground rules for the business meeting and a list of events put on a white board.  
3. Unhappiness about trend toward getting out name out instead of projects to benefit local community.  There was quite a bit of discussion regarding this issue.  Advocacy events do generate income for local organizations that fight gender violence, human trafficking; the club members are not aware of this tangible benefit to the local community.  Our potential solution was to have Advocacy outline the tangible benefit of each project to the community. 

4. Lack of coordination among the four main committees and a sense of general apathy toward other committees and their projects.  This generated a conversation about volunteerism, that there are a number of people who participate heavily and are at risk of burnout and others do nothing.  The lack of coordination among committees to discuss who is doing what, when was also discussed.  Service and Advocacy do work together and meet once a month to discuss projects.  Our potential solution was to develop annual or biennial goals for the club possibly at the Annual Board Retreat.  
Zonta Club of Billings continues with our monthly Z-Meets, which are an informal get-together to discuss Zonta happenings.  Zonta prospects are invited and are held at a local bar or winery.  All Zonta events are membership drives.  We continue to utilize our “Booth in a Box”.  We are updating our Facebook page and Website continually to get out information about Zonta and the benefits of joining our organization.  At every event we attempt to have a form of media coverage which has attracted potential members.  

We will continue the above efforts throughout the coming months (with COVID19 in mind) to maintain our membership and build the numbers.

We have found that a mentorship program hasn’t been successful due to the busy lives of our members.  Our Membership Committee takes the time to connect with our new members and answer any questions they may have and keep them up to date on our events.

In June, we maintained a table at the Festival of Cultures at Rocky Mountain College, a community event supporting diversity in Billings.  Zonta volunteers showcased our work in the community, had a sign-up sheet for any interested people and provided kids with a passport which they had stamped at each table, which represented a country.

In September we distributed $500 to Jan Beggar, Director of Passages (womens’ pre-release) to finance HiSet (High School Equivalency – HSE) exams to women in the pre-release center.  Participants are tutored on-site at Passages and their exams are completed through the Lincoln Center Adult Education Program.  Each test (Math, Social Studies, Language Arts and Science) is $10.  The award sponsored all five (5) tests for 10 women.  

On September 20th, Zonta Club of Billings hosted the District 11 Conference for Zontas Centennial celebration.  The conference was from September 20-22nd and featured the Advocacy Committees project (with help from Service) of “What Were You Wearing (a sexual assault awareness piece showing depictions of approximately 20 outfits worn by survivors of assault and their accompanying stories.  Volunteers on both committees collected outfits, arranged stories and displayed at MSU-B library for attendees and the public to view and discuss.  This was later displayed at the Student Union Building at Rocky Mountain College. 

In September (during the D12 conference), there was a Service project for attendees to benefit the women staying at Gateway Vista (YWCAs domestic violence transitional housing facility), Tumbleweed (at risk youth center) and Angela’s Piazza (domestic violence survivor drop-in center).  Attendees were asked to bring purses filled with feminine hygiene products to be distributed to the organizations.  Nearly 100 purses were collected and all were distributed that following week to partner the above organizations. 

On October 11th Zonta delivered the first set of items to the YWCA $5,000 Centennial Grant Recipient.  She was over the moon and very thankful for the clubs help to get her the items she needed to start her life in transitional housing.

On October 12th a FREE FAST Self-Defense class was held at Shepherd-Warrior Martial Arts from 1-4 PM for women with a focus on domestic violence survivors.  We had 20 women and 25 children signed up, however, not one of them showed up.  The club sent out 2 RSVP reminders but again, there was no response.  This was disappointing and we have decided to discontinue this event.

On October 12th our club was a sponsor to the High Plains Book Awards, Best Woman Writer category.  30 volunteer readers read and scored books from regional women writers, the winners were announced at a banquet on the 12th of October and given a $500 cash prize.  The readers were all volunteers.

On October 13th several Service and Advocacy members planned and installed a “What Were You Wearing” exhibit at Rocky Mountain College.  The exhibit featured outfits worn by assault survivors along with their accompanying stories.  Visually it was quite powerful and we received positive feedback from the administration of Rocky and their students.  The exhibit was hung the week of October 13th to 19th.  

On November 19th Zonta Club of Billings presented the Proclamation of 16 Days of Activism Against Gender Based Violence to the all-male Yellowstone County Commissioners.  Renee Coppock, Advocacy Chair read the proclamation.

On November 16th long time Service member, Connie Wardell passed.  She was very vocal and active in our group and will be missed.  Members attended her service and honored her with a Yellows Rose Ceremony.  

In December our club delivered the second set of items to the YWCA $5,000 Centennial Grant Recipient.  The grant was awarded to a young mother and her infant who transitioned into housing from the YWCA emergency shelter for domestic violence survivors.
On December 12th we held our annual Christmas Party where we collected hats and gloves to be delivered to Family Services and Rimrock Foundation.  All members donated items and were delivered by Joyce Bonvillain of Service.

On December 19th Service members Joyce Bonvillain and Anna Schmidt attended the joint committee planning meeting for the Advocacy/Service project: Red Dress March and installation.  This event is to take place in May 2020.  This event would have had speakers from the Native American community, various government and service organizations that address the crisis of Missing and Murdered Indigenous Women and People.  This event is meant to raise awareness within our community and education is focused on the reasons for the epidemic and solutions.  Meetings continued through January and early February.  This event has been postponed due the COVID19

On February 22nd our Annual Trivia Nigh Fundraiser was held.  All hands were on deck and the event was successful.

March 1st – 15th the Service Committee held a feminine hygiene drive to benefit the women at the YWCA Billings domestic violence emergency shelter and transitional housing.  Two bags of goods were collected from members as well as small cash donations.  The COVID19 outbreak stunted delivery and use of committee funds to complete shopping and delivery of the items. 
April 2020: $2,000 was donated to the Tumbleweed COVID-19 Crisis Fund.  Tumbleweed is a drop-in center and social service organization that assists homeless, at risk youth and human trafficking victims. 
Projects that were postponed due to COVID-19: Feminine Hygiene Drive for the YWCA, Missing and Murdered Indigenous Women and People march, and event and community grand funding.

1. Red Sand Project: Billings.  For the third year, the Club planned the activism project on the campus of Montana State University Billings.  This has grown into a large community event with many supporting organizations, again increasing the size, visibility and impact of the project by partnering with the Yellowstone County Area Human Trafficking Task Force, MSU-Billings, Truckers Against Trafficking, YMCA, YWCA and the Native American Achievement Center.  Prior to the postponement of the event until September, over 200 business entities were contacted to pour red sand in the sidewalk cracks in front of their businesses, a symbolic gesture of how victims of human trafficking fall through the cracks in our society, and to display posters and window clings with information about human trafficking.  Club members handed out red sand and answered questions at the local mall.  The fall program will include speakers, a film and other events.

(a) The Red Sand Project supported measures to oppose gender-based violence, more specifically, human trafficking.

(b) This project coincides directly with the definition of advocacy.

(c) The Red Sand Project supports 2 of the D12 Platform for Advocacy Issues: Supporting measures to oppose gender-based violence, such as trafficking and supporting Goal 5 of the Sustainable Development Goals.

(d) To date, approximately 50% of the club has actively participated in the project by planning and organizing the event, spreading sand, organizing community meetings, promoting the event at the mall, contacting businesses to spread sand and put up posters, and communicating with the partners in the event.  As the actual event approaches, the percentage of members involved will increase.

(e) Community partners include MSU-Billings, Yellowstone County Area Trafficking Task Force, Tumbleweed, Native American Achievement Center, MSU-Billings Women’s Gender Studies, JustServe.org, YMCA and MT Operation Underground Railroad.

(f) No other club directly participated.  We did provide other D12 Clubs with sand to spread in their areas.

(g) The project was highly visible and gave credibility to not only the Zonta Club of Billings, but also Zonta International, as can be seen from the description above.
2. COVID-19 Responses.  The service and advocacy committees joined forces to meet the needs of women in the community.  Mask are being made and donated for nurses, job training personnel, teachers, etc.  Members are also gathering and donating food and other supplies for the local homeless youth program and also delivering food and supplies to other women in the community.  Members are posting articles and ways to help domestic violence and trafficking victims on Facebook and other social media and posting encouraging signs in yards.  Some members are tutoring young women who cannot attend school.

(a) The COVID-19 project touched on both topics – improving the status of women in general (legal, political, economic, educational, health and/or professional) and helping prevent and fight violence against women and girls (VAW).

(b) This project has both advocacy and service components.  For advocacy, members are educating the public about the increase in domestic violence and trafficking during these times and presenting ways to help or report issues.
(c) The project involves 3 of the D12 Platform for Advocacy issues: supporting measures to oppose gender-based violence, such as sexual assault or harassment, domestic violence and trafficking; and supporting Goal 5 of the Sustainable Development Goals.

(d) Approximately 75% of the club is actively participating in the project by posting to social media, sharing posts, delivering goods, donating goods, tutoring, making and posting signs in yards, making and delivering masks, etc.

(e) Community partners are Tumbleweed, YWCA and Yellowstone Area Human Trafficking Task Force.

(f) No other clubs directly participated.

(g) The project is in its early stages and is visible through social media posts and boosts.

Zonta Says No:
Describe your club’s Zonta Says No activities in 2019-2020:
1. With respect to the Red Sand Project discussed above, the Club has delivered posters; was very visible at the mall, with large banners, information about Zonta and Zonta Says No and tables of red sand.
2. The Club again distributed club designed Zonta Says No coasters and posters to an additional 12 businesses and taverns in the Billings, Montana area.  The coasters have human trafficking information and hotline numbers on one side and domestic violence information and hotline numbers on the other.  The coasters are paired with posters to be hung in bathrooms and other public areas to bring awareness to the Zonta Says No campaign and give the reader information on how to receive help for domestic violence and trafficking victims/survivors.  We also distributed business size cards with contact information for the victims/survivors.

3. During the 16 days of Activism, the club attended a Yellowstone County Commissioners’ meeting and a Billings’ City Council meeting and obtained proclamations adopting the 16 Days of Activism at both the County and City levels and recognizing the prevalence of gender-based violence in our State.  The proclamations also reaffirmed the County and City’s policy to eradicate gender-based violence.  The proclamations align directly with the D12 advocacy goals.  Approximately 40% of the club participated in this activity.

4. During the 16 Days of Activism, our club was responsible for sending out daily emails relating to all forms of gender-based violence and the 16 Days of Activism.  The emails were sent to all D12 members (with the D12 Advocacy Chairs blessing), the email list for MSU-Billings Gender Studies, posted on the club Facebook page and shared and reposted on Facebook by members of the club and other Zontians around the world.

5. What Were You Wearing displays.  The Club partnered with 2 colleges to promote and display the What Were You Wearing installations.  The public was invited to view the installation for free, as did attendees for the D12 Conference.  This impactful display asked viewers to understand that sexual assault was never about the clothing, and the act of shedding those clothes is never enough to bring peace or comfort to survivors.  The stories for display were donated by survivors and were used with their consent.  The goal of the installation is for viewers to see themselves reflected in not only the outfits, but also the stories and to help the viewer to move away from blaming the victim for violence and places responsibility where it belongs, on those who caused the harm.

6. Ending Early Childhood Marriage.  The club designed pins and an information sheet relating to early childhood marriage in MT and the US and the need for legislation preventing marriage before age 21.  The pins were handed out at our Centennial Celebration held in downtown Billings.  The public and city and county officials were invited.  Information was available about Zonta Says No and ZI projects.

7. Silent Witnesses were displayed at our Trivia Night Fundraiser, which has over 300 participants.  Information regarding our projects was also available.

Other Advocacy Questions: 
What women’s issues have been identified as the most important to your club?

Eradication of gender-based violence (including domestic violence, early childhood marriage and human trafficking) and equal pay for equal work.

Periodic reports from Legislative Awareness chair.  We have a member of our committee that reports on legislative efforts that are relevant to women in the State of Montana and within the country.  Members also received updates and handouts from D12 Advocacy Chair, Denise Parrish.

Yes, those letters were via email to city and county officials and by the direct email available for both Montana and US Congressional Delegations.  Also, letters were sent using the US Zonta Caucus platform.

Yes.  We have advised several men in the community about the campaign and encouraged them to participate in our events, which they have, especially the Red Sand Project and the Centennial Celebration.  Information was also available at our Trivia Night fundraiser.
