_Safe House Progressive Alliance for Non-Violence: Zonta Foothills Club of Boulder County is one of 5 organizations who sponsored SPAN in a 5 year grant from the Colorado Department of Education. In that role we participate in bi-monthly meetings that are creating a project that will be implemented in our school districts high schools called Hot Spot Mapping. This project will help to identify locations in our schools where students feel unsafe. Consistent with Zonta's focus on the safety of women and girls, this project will be an important part of implementing change in our schools to make the environment safer.

 

Moving to End Sexual Assault: We are working with MESA on our SPAN grant committee and in the past have partnered with them on the creation of our Silent Witness project and our Sexting Prevention Training.

 

Share-a-Gift: This annual Holiday Toy Drive provides close to 700 under resourced families with toys for the holidays.  Our Zonta Club, together with our Z and Golden Z Clubs participate annually. This past holiday we sent a team of close to 40 Zonta members to the day-long gift give away.

 

Boulder Reach: This year we were invited to participate on a panel with other non-profits in our community to commemorate Immigration Day and the impact of education on immigrant women and girls. We hosted a table at the event that promoted Zonta and we were honored to receive a $1000 contribution to our work by the organization. Three new members joined our club this year. Financially we did very well in spite of the Coronaviris. We have provided over 40,000 books (over 7 years) to families in need to promote literacy in their homes through our Zonta Lending Libraries in the Boulder County food banks. We will give out over $10,000 in scholarships to women in need.  We have a very active Z Club and Golden Z Club. 
What have been your club’s challenges in 2019 - 2020? 
Membership and member participation has been a challenge. We have a core group of 10 – 14 members that always show up to the meetings and do the work. Many members do not want to be in charge of anything or to hold an office which makes it harder for the core group because they are holding all the offices and they are also half of the membership that participates.  This creates membership fatigue. Recruiting new members is a challenge due to the same reason -people don’t want to go to meetings and run the organization, they just want to do volunteer activities. 
How did you meet those challenges? 
Stay optimistic and hope to find new members that understand we have to be structured to run our club. These are uncertain times and who knows what the repercussions of the Covid Pandemic will be on recruitment, hopefully positive and people will want to give back and join our club.
