Our biggest project each year is providing new coats, mittens and hats for children 0-18.  We also help women, if requested.  Due to Covid in 2020-2021, we were unable to have our annual fundraiser, but we were to apply for Covid grant funds with enabled us to purchase coats for 57 children.0-18 years.  We also applied for a Greater Glendive Community Foundation Grant through the Montana Community Foundation Fund, which gave us the opportunity to purchase gloves, mittens and hats to give with the coats.  

Letters are sent to area preschools, daycares, schools as well as agencies in contact with children who are in need.  This letter explains the program and provides contact for the agency/school, etc to contact Zonta for coats, mittens and hats.  We just ask the participating group to provide sizes needed and if it is for a boy or girl.  Deliveries are then made to the specific location.  


Every Christmas we purchase gift cards to be given Domestic Violence clients so they are able to take their children on a “date” as many times they do not have funds to provide their children with fun activities when they are involved in a domestic violence situation.


All members are involved with the fundraising project as we have many activities at the same time during the Craft Show.

During the Christmas Season, we have volunteered to ring the bell for the Salvation Army.  We are able to choose a day and our members volunteer for a 2 hour shifts for the entire day.  The Salvation Army puts a thank you ad in our local paper listing all the organizations helping with the Bell Ringing Project.  
In March, Glendive is host to a large Basketball Tournament for teams Grade 4 through Grade 8.  Over 100 teams participate.  Zonta ladies volunteered to sell tickets for the day at one of the sites.  We do 2 hour shifts and all seem to enjoy this activity.

A year end party is held with the girls where we present scholarships to seniors; gifts to outgoing officers and advisors and acknowledge new members in Z-Club.

Indigenous People.  Along with the display at the College, the dresses were displayed in local businesses downtown for the rest of the week.  


Other activities included children’s activities, a Prayer Walk at the college, Native American speakers speaking on “Facing History and the Impact of Residential Schools” and “Doctrine of Discovery:  the Legacy of Columbus.  Native American Dancing and the film, “Say Her Name” concluded the event.


Zonta provided financial funds to help with expenses for speakers and dancers.  Zonta also had a display about our activities in addition to the red dress display.  


50% of our club participated in the event, either by setting up displays, contacting Community Partners, working with the college or attending the event. Community partners were Dawson Community College, The Vint, Hello Beautiful, Cravens, Blondies, Cravens and Shoe Shack.


Hopefully with Red Dresses at the College and at local businesses, and information about Zonta available at sites, people will have learned more about Zonta and our mission.
