__Key focus this year for Denver II was membership drive to increase members, as well as retain members.  Plans specifically dedicated October and February meetings to inviting potential members and focus on Zonta as an International organization or membership topics.  Key actions to increase members:

1.  Membership drive during the October, 2021 meeting where clubs members invited guests to the Zoom meeting with a speaker from the UN to speak about Zonta International Programs and UN’s partnership with Zonta._  Mansi Menta, Deputy Director, Global Cause Partnerships, UNICEF USA spoke about “Zonta International and UNICEF USA partnership” highlighting:  Empowering Girls thru Education:  Let us Learn Madagascar; Global Programs to end Child Marriage; Child Marriage Advocacy in the U.S. and Adolescent Health and Protection in Peru._  4 guests attended.

2. February, 2022 meeting focused on Membership topic with Linda Rhea as the guest speaker: Membership: Retention, Recruitment and Recognition.  Program well received. 2 Guests attended.
__Retention efforts included increasing face-face General Meetings to 4 (August, 2021; November, 2021; Feb. 2022 & May 2022) from 0 the previous year (2020 to 2021).  Members’ feedback – great to get together.
Members with >20 years:  12 out of 17 members (70.5%)  
 _ Denver II had no new members join during the year, so no new member orientation or mentorship was completed.  Denver II will be inducting 2 new members  - 1 in the May, 2022 meeting & 1 in the June, 2022 meeting.

_________________________________________________________________________________________________ ____Women’s Homeless Initiative:  Lunches for clients – this year Denver II provided 295 lunches throughout the year with monthly or bimonthly support.

b. % of members supporting:  35% (6 out of 17 members; this does not include the 6 additional family members of Denver II Members)
c. Visibility:  Due to no permission to take photos due to guest privacy, little visibility with this project
d. Sustainability:  project is continuing; given the member interest, Denver II began providing 50 lunches monthly in May 2022 with more members volunteering to support.  The % of member support has grown to 53%, with commitments for June, July, August, 2022.

____Florence Crittenton Support:
1.  Parent Pathways Gala & Fund Raiser:  Pathways to Empowerment:  Held April 14, 2022; Denver II Zonta Members & Guests that attended:  14.  Denver II received a sponsorship for all the support for 2021 – 2022, as well as for recognition for long time partnership (~20 years).   The Featured Speaker was Lesley Del Rio (Class of 2013 & 2-time winner of Sue Burch Scholarship), accompanied by her son Leo.

2. Sue Burch Scholarship:  Award a graduate from Florence Crittenton School a local scholarship of $1000 to continue post high school studies (college/university or trade school).  Awardees become “Zonta Scholars.” Scholarship in honor of past member “Sue Burch”, a constitutional lawyer who was passionate in assisting underserved women continue in education.

3. Graduation Ceremonies:  Zonta Denver II is recognized during graduations in awarding the Sue Burch Scholarship. Also provide support during graduation with buying & serving cake and refreshments.  Graduations are 1-2 times/year.

4. Baby Bucks Store Donations – Zonta Denver II created / built a “Baby Bucks” store for the students of Florence Crittenton.  In 2009, members took an old space and transformed it into a “store” stocked with diapers, new clothing, make-up.  Students receive “baby bucks” for good attendance and achievement that they can spend in the store.  Zonta Denver II continues annual support of the store with supplies (diapers, make-up, clothing)    This year a member organized and received a donation of 3,360 diapers for the Baby Bucks Store.   Also donated crocheted baby blankets and hats, handmade baby blankets, toys and strollers.
5. Miles for Moms – Zonta Denver II support the annual 5 K race with a team and donations.

The club added in the Baby Bucks Store in 2009 and donate yearly to the store.  Leslie Del Rio has spoken at multiple events, including the Gala in 2022 and at Denver II Club Meetings.
